Description

ADDAGRIP EHP is a two component water based epoxy compatible with wet/humid substrates.
Areas of use

ADDAGRIP EHP is ideal for priming surfaces to be treated with ADDAGRIP (LW) Membrane (a single component liquid waterproofing membrane) with a humidity value greater than 4%. It can also be used as a primer for maintenance and repair works on roofs, terraces and balconies, waterproofing water tanks, canals and industrial floors.
Mixing
ADDAGRIP EHP is supplied in Part ‘A’ Resin and Part ‘B’ Hardener. Add part ‘B’ to part ‘A’ and mix thoroughly using a suitable drill and paddle. During mixing the ADDAGRIP EHP will turn milky white, once cured it becomes transparent and extremely hard with excellent adhesion to many substrates. 
Cure times can be accelerated by using Addagrip EHP Accelerant.

Application

ADDAGRIP EHP is applied by roller. On porous surfaces you may dilute the product by adding water up to 10-20% to thin the material. On hot surfaces it is advised to wet the surface to lower the temperature to allow sufficient work/application time. It is imperative that the ADDAGRIP EHP is allowed sufficient time to cure and the water content has fully evaporated before overcoating.
If applied to areas subject to movement, expansion joints, cracks etc, the product may not provide an effective barrier against humidity. In such cases it is important to reinforce any PU membranes or jointing material.

ADDAGRIP EHP must be overcoated within 36 hours of application and will yellow after exposure to UV light.
Coverage

The coverage rate required will vary depending on requirements and absorption.  A minimum of 0.3kg/m2 should be applied.
