Description

EP ADDAFLEX is a 100% solids two-part solvent free epoxy joint filler. It is a pourable grade filler resistant to a large range of chemicals with excellent adhesion qualities.
Areas OF USE
It has a wide variety of uses but is particularly suited for filling expansion or construction joints in concrete floor slabs. Typical areas used include warehouse floors or areas subject to forklift traffic.

Surface Preparation

The surface to be treated should be free of laitance, oil, grease and loose friable particles which could affect adhesion. Previous joint sealant must be removed. Saw cutting, sand or grit blasting are suitable preparation methods. 
Mixing 

The contents of container labelled Part ‘B’ (Hardener) should be added to container labelled Part ‘A’ (Resin) and thoroughly mixed together using an electric paddle mixer or similar. Failure to mix thoroughly will result in poor or non-cure applied material.
Keep all components at room temperature 24 hours before use.

Application

Apply the mixed EP ADDAFLEX by pouring into the area to be filled using a jug or other suitable pouring container.
